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1. INTRODUCTION

This Compliance Assessment Plan has been prepared to meet conditions 3-1 and
3-2 of Ministerial Statement 1124 (Statement 1124) issued on 29 January 2020 for the
Midland Brickworks.

2. PURPOSE

In accordance with conditions 3-1 and 3-2 of Statement 1124, a Compliance
Assessment Plan must be prepared and maintained to the satisfaction of the Chief
Executive Officer (CEO) of the Department of Water and Environmental Regulation
(DWER) prior to the implementation of the operations.

This Compliance Assessment Plan has been prepared by the proponent, Capitary No.
3, in accordance with the OEPA’s Post Assessment Guideline for Preparing a
Compliance Assessment Plan (OEPA 2012). The Compliance Assessment Plan
includes the following information:

frequency of compliance reporting;

approach and timing of compliance assessments;

retention of compliance assessments;

method of reporting of potential non-compliances and corrective actions taken;
table of contents of Compliance Assessment Reports; and

public availability of Compliance Assessment Reports.

3. FREQUENCY OF COMPLIANCE ASSESSMENT REPORTING

As per the conditions outlined in Statement 1124, the proponent will submit the first
Compliance Assessment Report to the CEO on 29 April 2021 (15 months from
Statement 1124 issue date) and thereafter annually by 29 April. One hard copy and
one electronic copy will be submitted.
